Highpoints from the May 24, 2006 All Souls Board Meeting

The Board approved Anastassia Zinke as Assistant Treasurer of the Church.

Rev. Hardies reported that the church had hired Darrell Clay as Assistant Director of Religious Education.  In the search for the membership director position, Rev. Hardies reported that the Church had narrowed 52 applicants down to 15 semifinalists and now seven finalists to be interviewed.  He believed all seven were good values fits with All Souls.

The Board adopted the following Executive Limitation regarding the hiring of staff:

“Staff at All Souls, within all levels and with a particular emphasis on the professional level, shall reflect the multiracialism and multiculturalism to which we have committed ourselves as a church.

Accordingly, the Executive Team shall not:

a) make or allow to be made any hire that deviates from the above policy unless it has received explicit authorization from the Board to make that particular hire, after consultation with the Board and a description of steps it has taken to make a hire that would further this policy.”

The Board approved $15,000 in new spending to cover a consulting project by the Alban Institute that would focus on improving staff cohesiveness and functionality. The extra spending was financed on the basis of higher-than-expected pledges to-date this year.

Rev. Hardies explained that he was having discussions with the Sabbatical Committee about the possibility of moving the departure date for his sabbatical back from January 8 to February 4 to put more space between his departure and the busy holiday season.

The Board approved Lori Giblin to serve on the Board of Directors of the Unitarian Universalist Affordable Housing Corporation. 

The Board approved an expenditure of $500 from the Davies Memorial Fund to be sent to the Moncure Conway Foundation to support its efforts in connection with a Juneteenth Celebration.
