Highpoints from the June 18, 2006 All Souls Board Meeting

Pam Spar and Doug Belling from the 7th Principle Committee distributed a Green Sanctuary Preliminary Environmental Justice Report that assessed the job All Souls is doing in terms of environmental impact within our own organization and in the broader community. The Green Sanctuary Program was a creation of the Unitarian Universalist Ministry for the Earth (formerly the national Seventh Principle Project) intended to encourage churches to live up to the 7th Principle. Churches that successfully meet all requirements in the program receive accreditation as a Green Sanctuary. The hope of the 7th Principle Committee is that the Board will ultimately affirm All Souls’ candidacy for obtaining green sanctuary status. 

Rev. Hardies reported that planning for the management review by a consultant from the Alban Institute that the Board approved is moving forward within the confines of the budget set by the Board. The work would most likely begin during the first week in September.

Planning by the Sabbatical Committee for Rev. Hardies’ six-month sabbatical next year is moving forward. The Committee has begun contacting guest speakers to offer sermons while Rob is gone. The three foci in terms of themes they are looking for will be theological diversity, racial diversity, and religion and public life. The Committee looks forward to communicating more details with the congregation this fall.

Rev. Hardies and Bailey Whitman reported that the Two Services Committee is working very hard to try to meet with the groups that are going to be most impacted by the transition to two services that is planned in September 2007. Bailey noted that the townhalls are going to be held on the topic July 9, August 27, and September 17.

The church has filled its Membership Director position. Staff is in the final stages of interviewing to fill a children’s choir position. 

Jan O’Connell explained to the Board that she would be leaving her position at All Souls as of September 30. She said that she loved being at All Souls but felt as though the skills she has are not the ones she was being called on to use in the job.
