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 Do You Believe Water is Sacred ?
It is!  We need water to sustain life, but we’ve exploited it to the point where we can’t even drink, swim, or fish in virtually any Metropolitan Washington area stream or river. 

What can you do?  Sign up for the 40/40 Challenge!  It’s a national campaign by the Unitarian Universalist Ministry For the Earth (UUMFE) to have 40% of the active church congregation perform simple actions for 40 days that will conserve fresh water and clean local waters in our communities.

Give me some examples… filter and bottle your own water instead of buying it; cut your shower time in half; get a water audit done and fix the leaks; convert part of your lawn to water-wise native plants; install rain barrels to capture stormwater; organize a stream clean-up, and many more!

How do I sign up?  Turn this page over fill out the entire sheet.  Bring it to the 

7th Principle/Green Souls table in Pierce Hall and we’ll sign you up for the campaign.  You’ll be contacted shortly confirming your participation and reminding you to get back in touch with us in 40 days about what you did.  We’ll be announcing the results in a future service with the estimated total amount of fresh water saved and the projects completed to help clean the water in our communities.  

And…  the first 70 persons to sign up will receive a free stainless steel Earth Day water bottle to help you remember to filter and bottle your own water instead of buying bottled water.  A lot of those plastic bottles, by the way, end up in our rivers and oceans.
